He is instructor for the Beevolent Knights
of America Concert Band, the Druid Boys' Band and e
Braithwaits factory band.

He was a close personal friend of the Late ColondRobert
Ewing, and directed the musical phases of the pailital campaigns in
which Colonel Ewing was a leader. He was for manyears one of
the colorful figures at Heinemann's Baseball Parkn New Orleans.

Lieutenant Boehler was bandmaster for the First Laisiana
Regiment in the Spanish-American War, but never goaway from
the United States. He was finally discharged at Miai, Florida. In
the Mexican disturbance he was with the First Cavay, and when
the World War was declared over he was commissioned arst
Lieutenant and served as senior bandmaster with th81st division,




being assigned to the 117th field artillery. He se&ed overseas until
the regiment returned home in 1919.

He has been a musician for over half a century, rit playing
with the Juvenile Tycoons in 1885 in New Orleans Aalemy of
Music. This was considered quite a novelty in thosgays.

He has conducted various orchestras and played witvarious
bands ever since. During the American Legion Convéion in New
Orleans, the first ever held, he was chairman of th music and band
committee. Over $5,00 was distributed in prizes tadhe various
contestants.

Lieutenant Boehler has a motto: "Give them what tey want.'
He is not favorable to jazz and says it is the caasof a lot of in-
harmony in the social life of the nation, but he iselling music and if
the people want him to pay jazz, why he gives ‘enazz.

Lieutenant Boehler is an accomplished raconteur,ral delights
in telling experiences of his long and interestingareer.
