This 
band is composed of the men who enlisted and served with the 
regiment, and are tained and well- practised musicians. Mr. 
Sherwood, the leader, was the chief musician n the regiment, and 
was given a gold medal by the members of his band, in recognitio of 
his merits. they have acquitted themselves with grat credit, plaing  
with exceptional brilliancy. The programme contained two 
moveltieds. The first was the Ouban national hymn, which the band 
learend in Havana, and which was played almost every moirning at 
retreat during the last mnths of the regiment's service. it is a 
beautiful and martial air, well worth hearing. The other was a 
march by mr. Sherwood, which was often perormed at the 
regmental guard mounts and was very popular with the regiment. it 
is known as the Seventh Corps march, and was pbulisied orginally 
just after the regiment reached Savanah, Gl.

 Though the wind blew almost a hurricane, there was a large 
crowd at City Park last night. The beautiful lighting effect and the 
brilliant appearance of the park entrance made it attractive. The 
restaurants and refreshment stands were crowded. The musical 
programme rendered by Mars' Band was listened to by several 
thousand people. Prof. Mars perpetrated a joke, which took the 
people by surprise, though the same thing had been done last 
season. When the band assembled on the stand two or three 
members got together and began an argument, speaking rather 
loudly, about their pay, and one said he would not pay unless paid, 
and than others joined in. 
 When Prof. Mars called the band to begin playing, they stood 
back in groups and refused, and the audience began to sit up and 
look on.

The record 
made has delighted the board of commissioners and  Superintendent 
Joseph E. Bernard, because at the outset there was no money for 
music, the New Orleans Street Railway and Light Company having 
cut off the $1000 usually given for that purpose because of the 
increase in its tax assessment by the city. 
 The way in which the music was presented indicates the 
enterprise of the City Park management. Miss M. E. Schmidt 
started a subscription and secured more than $200, while 
superintendent Bernard raised in the same manner more than that 
amount. Then the commissioners gave the proceeds from the fourth 
of July celebration for the same purpose. The funds were enough to 
enable the board to end the season without loss.
